ISWSC New Online Large Circuit Swap Program

I have been running large circuit swap program for several years, so I have thought of coming up with an online program that might be of interest to those more Internet savvy. This is planned to be a trial program for one year. If there is continued interest it will be continued as part of the other swap programs offered by our club.

The plan is to put up once a month a lot of stamps for ISWSC members to view for swapping. Qualified members have to pre-subscribe to this program. See below for subscription requirements. If you have subscribed to this program you will be emailed as when the ISWSC will have the view file ready to be looked at.

Once you are notified you will have the rest of the month to decide which stamps you would like to obtain. This is a first come first serve program. First person responding gets first choice of stamps they want. All you have to identify is page, line and position on line of the stamps you want. This process will be repeated each month. I will respond to all requests.

The Rules

1. 50 stamps is maximum that you can do per request per each email. If you do more than one request it will be put at the end of the list till all requesters have had a chance to request.

2. Depending on position of your request you will be notified how many of your stamps are available for your use. If you agree to go through the swap process you will have to send a response email stating that you agree and that you will send a SAS envelope with equivalent stamps +10 for exchange within 5 days (my mailing address will be included).

3. I will not accept any small (less than 1.25X1.00 inch in size), CTO, US or damaged stamps. I will be the final judge on what is considered as unacceptable. There is lot of confusion on CTO’s, there are lots of Communist countries CTO’s that don’t have gum but still show the traditional corner cancellation mark. It is best to stay away from those types of stamps. Whatever I consider as unacceptable will be returned and the requester will get the total stamps they request less those returned as unacceptable. For this program to work right someone has to set the rules as what is acceptable, I do not wish to have disputes. If we all follow the rules we all can have fun from this program and get stamps we can add to our collection.
